AGM 2020

Just a reminder that due to Covid-19 the 2020 AGM has been postponed to a later date (yet to be decided (probably September20). More information will be sent out at a later date.

RBHP 5 Year Plan (2020)
Rationale:

In order to ensure adequate planning and resourcing in the next 5 years, the Riversdale Beach Holiday Park (RBHP) Committee have created a 5 year plan. This will be used to guide maintenance (both major and minor) and works projects over the next 5 years. It will enable the Committee to budget and prepare for any major financial outlays that may be required in order to ensure the RBHP continues to flourish. The 5 Year plan is revisited and adjusted each year to ensure continual progress is made.
Item
Reason
Time frame

Water Storage - further increase the water storage capacity of the camp.
The addition of the new water tank has certainly helped create more certainty around the provision of water to the camp, however this still remains a concern. It is vital that the camp has enough water in order for the camp to function, particularly during the high pressure times during the warmer, drier months.
In progress and Ongoing - The committee has added a water monitoring system to allow us to assess usage and help with the planning around the water usage and storage



Water Supply - ensure the stability and quality of the water supply to the camp.
In the past the maintenance and monitoring of the camps external water source has not been great. This has meant that, whilst the supply is currently adequate (just) there is a real risk of the supply being compromised in the near future and the committee believes that ensure the water supply is of the highest importance. 


In progress and Ongoing - We will have to use external companies to complete this work as it is out of the skill set of the committee.

Lining of laundry and Kitchen
The kitchen and laundry area need to have the roof lined. 
By the end of 2020 -All work can be carried out by camp members

Revamp toilet block and modification of one disabled toilet
The toilet block is beginning to show significant signs of wear and tear. It is becoming harder to keep looking nice. Having invested significant time into getting quotes and plans for the revamp, it was decided that a good clean and paint will ensure the longevity of the toilet block, make it look good and significantly reduce the financial implications for the camp. 

It was decided that one of the disabled toilets will be converted into a family bathroom. This will be of significant benefit for those families with young children 
By the end of 2020 - The revamp of the main block can be done by camp members. There will need to be some work outsources for the conversion of the disabled toilet/shower room into a family room.

Rec room upgrade
The rec room needs remedial work on both the exterior and interior. This area is seeing more and more use now and looks very run down at present. Work is required both internally and externally to bring it up to scratch.
By the end 2021

Culvert
The culvert at the bottom end of the camp will need replacing and reinforcing to maintain the parking area and access to the properties.  Whilst currently adequate, it is clear that this will need to be done in the near future.
By the end 2022

Tsunami walkway and evacuation route notices
Given the location of the RBHP, in the event of a Tsunami it is vital that anyone who is at the camp at the time is able to evacuate to high ground. This will involve climbing the steep bank behind the camp. In order to ensure the safe evacuation, if required,  a walkway/pathway needs to be created to allow people to move quickly to higher ground.
By end 2020



Road Gravel
The gravel on the road is constantly being moved and shifted by vehicle use. In some areas the gravel has been completely removed. In order to maintain the roading infrastructure it is important that there is a supply of roading gravel that can be accessed by all site owners to repair any issues with the roading as it arises rather than leaving it to deteriorate further
On Going - a supply of gravel will be stored on site for the use of site owners as required to fix any road issues.

Playground
Continued work on developing the playground over the next 5 years by utilising site owners via working bees.
Ongoing when possible, by the end of 2022

Murals
Create a series of murals around the camp that will brighten up some areas. This could potentially be done as a working bee for those interested and maybe a great opportunity to get the kids involved.
Ongoing when possible, by the end of 2022
