All building projects i.e. new or alterations must have plans submitted to the committee for approval before any work is commenced even if it is placing a garden shed on your site - also please be aware anything plumbed or powered has to have Council approval

All sites must be fully insured – please check that your policy is up to date – also please check your smoke alarms are operational

Sub-Contractors – it is disappointing to see that some site owners are engaging sub-contractors and they are not signing in this a Health & Safety issue please if you arrange for a sub-contractor to do repairs at your site you must advise them they need to sign in at the office – if this does not happen the committee/managers will ask them to leave
